Firstname and lastname, email address, title, and company. This data is saved via Mailchimp and they take data privacy very
seriously, read all about this in their privacy policy.

GOOGLE ANALYTICS
Personally uses Google Analytics to keep track of the behavior of the visitors of our website. The information thus obtained,
including a part of the visitors IP address, is transferred to and stored by Google on servers. This information is only processed
in a way that does not identify anyone.

COOKIE STATEMENT
